Also, Chaco
sandals are fine in the spring
and fall when we don't wade
that much or anytime if they
are well worn & you're
comfortable in them. Sandals
& Keens are not suitable for
wading on the Glen Canyon
One trip.

worh & comfortable)

o toe nail clippers (or trim them

well before the trip. On
slopes, sliding boots can jam
toe nails.)
